Stallholder Terms and Conditions

	ALLOCATION OF SPACE

All reasonable effort will be made to allocate Stallholders the site space they require, but no guarantee will be given, nor should it be assumed that any position chosen will be allocated.  Bookings are reserved on a “first-come first-served” basis.  To avoid disappointment please book early in the year.

Reasonable effort will be made to position stand spaces on level ground but this cannot be guaranteed due to the nature of the site.  If in doubt about your location, please contact the event Council to arrange a site visit.  All stands (including all fixings) must be within the site allocated.  
PRODUCTS AND SERVICES 

Only those products or services described on the application form are permitted to be  exhibited.  The Council aims to provide a good mix of exhibits and expect a high standard from Stallholders.  
The Council reserves the right to decline or prohibit any stall, which in their opinion is not suitable, which may affect the character and/or the nature of event.  The Council reserves the absolute right to remove such displays, stands or persons from the event site.  All Stallholders are subject to and must comply with the rules and regulations of the Council from time to time applicable to the event.

EXCLUSIVE RIGHT

The granting of space does not guarantee the Stallholder sole right of selling or promoting their particular commodity or service unless the Council approves such agreement in writing.

CHARITIES

Charities may only collect money or sell raffle tickets in their site space.  Entrances and exits must remain free of collectors at all times.  
SECURITY
Stallholders are responsible for the insurance and safekeeping of all equipment or articles brought onto the event site.

SUBLETTING
Stallholders are not permitted to sublet or share any part of their allocated site.

STAND CLEANING

Stallholders are responsible for keeping stands tidy and clear of rubbish.  The site shall be maintained and left by the Stallholder in a clean and tidy state to the satisfaction of the Council.


	
	PROHIBITED ITEMS

Stallholders must receive written permission in advance of the event to provide food and drink, both alcoholic and non-alcoholic as part of any fundraising or business promotion, Stallholders will be asked to leave the site if they do not comply.  
Goods of an obscene, pornographic or dangerous nature and any items which could be described as ‘drugs paraphernalia’ are prohibited and must not be sold or advertised.

HEALTH AND SAFETY
All stallholders must complete a written risk assessment if there is a significant risk hazard to the stallholder or the public, prior to attending each event.  Typical non-significant examples are – Erecting Tents – cover over tent peg/stakes and highlight with safety tape.  Stacked goods – ensure goods are not stacked high resulting in them toppling over.  Heavy/bulky items stored at the rear of the stall.

The risk assessment is purely to determine if any harm could be caused to either yourself or the general public and if so, how to prevent this happening.  This form must be completed and returned no later than 1 week prior to the event.  Failure to do so will result in your application being returned.

The Stallholder shall comply with all instructions from the Council in relation to fire safety and emergencies.  In the event of an emergency cancellation of the event or evacuation no refunds will be issued.
INSURANCE

The Stallholder must maintain Public Liability Insurance with a reputable insurer throughout the event against his/her liability to third parties with a minimum cover of £5,000,000.  A copy of this insurance certificate must be supplied with the application form and produced at any time on request.  The Stallholder will also ensure that they have adequate, relevant insurance to cover all liabilities, including cancellation and curtailment, as well as loss or damage to the Stallholders property.  

Once the document has been received, confirmation will be forwarded to you.  

	PAYMENT

Upon receipt of payment and confirmation of insurance, acceptance of these terms and conditions and any other matters the Council requires, the Stallholder’s place will be confirmed.  
LIABILITY
Gedling Borough Council, its officers, employees, agents and representatives shall have no liability whatsoever in respect of all and any actions, claims, demands, proceedings, costs, expenses, fines, penalties, loss or damage whatsoever arising out of or connected with the participation by any person or company in whatever capacity in the event, including but not limited to arising or resulting from, or connected with any loss, theft, damage or injury to persons or property any refusal by insurers to meet in full or in part or at all, any claim or the seizure or taking of possession of any equipment.  
The Stallholder will assume full responsibility for any third party claim arising from his/her own exhibit or conduct.

This shall not operate or be construed to operate to, exclude or restrict the liability of the Council for death or personal injury caused by its negligence.

INDEMNITY

The Stallholder shall indemnify and defend the Council from and against any claim for damages, costs or expenses that may be made against the Council in respect of any personal injury or loss of or damage to property in consequence of the hiring.

SET UP AND TAKE DOWN

The Council reserve the right to refuse admission to Stallholders on late arrival.  Stallholders must report to their designated contact for registration and must not set-up until registration is complete.  Stands must be fully erected by the agreed time.  All equipment, including guy-ropes, must be contained within the space allocated.  Cars must be parked in the car park and off site once unloaded.

Where the Stallholder and their invitees are moving or lifting any furniture, heavy or unusual shaped objects, lifting from a height or undertaking any activity which may pose a risk to their health or safety, the Stallholder and their invitees should use safe manual handling techniques as advised by the Health and Safety Executive.  

LOST PROPERTY

The Council will not under any circumstances accept responsibility for or liability in respect of any damage to or loss of any goods articles or property of any kind brought into or left at the event either by the Stallholder for their own purposes or by any other person.

DAMAGE TO THE GROUND SURFACE

Any Stallholder or contractor wishing to break the ground surface for the purpose of erecting an exhibit/marquee must first contact the Council for permission.  Failure to do so will render the Stallholder liable to the cost of reinstatement, which will be undertaken by the Council.  Any Stallholder or contractor causing damage to any part of the event site or any other area of the site will be liable to the cost of reinstatement.

PARKING

All vehicles parked illegally, obstructing roadways, without valid passes or parked behind Stallholder’s stand space may be towed away.  All vehicles should be removed from the site by the agreed time on the event day, without exemption.

Persons using Gedling Country Park’s car parking facilities do so at their own risk and shall park in a manner so as not to cause any obstruction or nuisance to other users. Parking charges may be applicable. Only cars displaying a valid disabled parking badge may park in marked disabled bays

MOBILE CATERING

Additional information is required for businesses providing mobile catering onsite. On receipt of your application you will be contacted with information on how to register as a contractor with the Council. All paperwork regarding contractor registration should be completed and returned in advance of the event to enable your space at the event to be confirmed.
SMOKE FREE

The event will be a smoke free event. If you wish to smoke at the event (including e-cigarettes and vaping) please do so out of the boundary of the event site.

WASTE AND RECYLING 
Stallholders must keep your allocated stall and the immediate surrounding area clean and tidy and clear of rubbish and waste. In order to minimise the amount of event waste going to landfill, please bag up you waste and leave it for collection at the rear of your stall at the end of the event. Please ensure that all waste that can be recycled is placed in a separate bag for recycling. If you need a collection before the event finishes, please speak to a member of the event stewarding team.

If you dispose of waste in an unauthorised way you will be reported to the Council’s Public Protection department.

PACKAGING AND SERVEWARE

All stallholders must eliminate or reduce excess food and drink packaging by using packaging that is reuseable, refillable or made from recyclable materials. 
Please use:

· Wooden, compostable or bio-degradable cutlery, plates, bowels and take-away containers 

· Wooden stirrers 

· Paper cups 

· Bulk dispensing for salt, pepper, sugar or sauces etc
Please do not use:

· Expanded polystyrene 

· Plastic bags

· Plastic cutlery 

· Plastic cups 

· Plastic straws 

· Plastic serving sachets for salt, pepper, sugar or sauces ect.

	
	CONFIRMATION OF BOOKING

Applications will be accepted until the event site is full.  All acceptable applications will be strictly on a “first come, first served basis”.  The Council reserves the right to refuse any application without giving reasons.  Only written confirmations are valid.

SITE PLANS/PASSES

Site plans, contact details, and parking arrangements will be confirmed prior to the event. Please contact the office if this information has not been received.
POSTPONEMENT OR ABANDONMENT
The Council shall not be liable for any loss due to any cause beyond its control including failure of supply of electricity, leakage of water, fire, government restriction or any other Act of God which may cause Arnot Hill Park to be temporarily closed or may cause the event to be interrupted or cancelled.

ALTERATIONS TO THE EVENT

The Council reserve the right to alter any element of the event at their sole discretion without notice.  Any site plans are for guidance only; its accuracy is not guaranteed and could be subject to change.

NOISE

Amplified music and PA systems are not permitted without prior written permission from the Council.  The volume will be decided by the Council.
PROMOTIONS AND MEDIA

Please check with the Council for confirmation of official accredited media partners for onsite promotions.  No booking of a stall at the event shall be publicly announced or advertised until the booking has been confirmed by the Council.

CAMPING

No overnight camping will be permitted on site.

SINGLE USE PLASTIC
The Council discourages the use of single use plastic on all of its premises e.g. single use bottles, non-biodegradable confetti, balloons etc. and asks all users of Gedling Country Park to avoid the use of plastic straws, takeaway cups and cutlery, etc. where possible. 

The use of sky lanterns (also known as Chinese lanterns) and helium balloons is prohibited. Use of sky lanterns and helium balloons may result in immediate cancellation and no refunds will be issued. 

GAMBLING

No sweepstake, raffle or other form of lottery shall be promoted or held on the premises except such lotteries as are lawful by virtue of any enactment relating to Gaming, Betting and Lotteries.

INFLATABLES

No inflatable play equipment may be erected without the prior consent of the Council.

CARBON NEUTRALITY

The Council is committed to tackling climate change and discourages the use of diesel fuelled generators and vehicles.  All Stallholders are requested to consider using electric generators, HVO bio diesel fuel or other equivalent energy/fuel.  
COPYRIGHT

The Stallholder shall indemnify and defend the Council from and against any claim for damages, costs or expenses that may be made against the Council in respect of against any infringement of copyright by the Stallholder or their representatives.  

CONTRACTS (RIGHTS OF THIRD PARTIES) ACT 1999

For the avoidance of doubt nothing in these terms and conditions shall confer on any third party any benefit or the right to enforce any term of this agreement except where otherwise agreed in writing by the parties to this agreement.

PRIVACY NOTICE

The Council will use the information provided by the Stallholder to process the booking.  The basis of which the Council uses personal data for this purpose is that it is necessary for the performance of a contract between the Stallholder and the Council.  This information must be provided in order to enter into a contract with the Council for the purposes of using the Council’s land. All stallholders shall minimise food waste through good forward planning and appropriate portion sizes, and redistribute surplus food by working with local charities or community groups as much as practically possible.

WATER USAGE

All stallholders shall minimise the water usage as much as practically possible.

ELECTRICAL APPLIANCES

All stallholders shall use energy efficient appliances where practically possible. 

BUY THE PRODUCTS LOCALLY

All stallholders shall use local produce and suppliers and use seasonal products where practically possible.

FOOD AND DRINK 

All stallholders shall try their best to: 

Reduce the usage of meat or meat-based products;

Offer plant-based, vegetarian and vegan options;

Ensure meat and dairy meet high animal welfare standards; 

Use sustainability sourced seafood; and 

Choose palm oil free products.

Any food business stallholder can only operate at the event if they have been inspected by their Local Authority.  Gedling Borough Council will not accept a food business stallholder with a hygiene rating less than a 3, and a 3-hygiene rating would be discretionary depending on further investigation by an Environmental Health Office.

FAST FASHION AND ANIMAL- BASED TEXTILES

All stallholders shall not promote fast fashion or animal-based textiles and work with local or regional producers and suppliers where practically possible.
